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At his first general faculty meeting,
President Malcolm Portera outlined his
priorities for the next few months includ-
ing proposed changes in student housing
and plans to fill key administrative posts.

Enhancing the quality of life for
students is among Portera’s first projects
and he sees a $16.5 million university
bond issue as a way to make student
housing more appealing. The project
would include renovating some residence
halls and demolishing others. Construct-
ing apartment-style housing on campus is

part of the plan.
“We’re considering building apart-

ments near the Sanderson Center as the
center should be a student magnet,” he
said.

Another presidential priority is filling
administrative slots. Holland Faculty
Senate Chair Leslie Bauman will head a
search committee for the provost and
vice president of academic affairs
position. Elected committee members

Mississippi State’s vice president for
institutional advancement will leave the
university this summer after 21 years to
head the private Swalm Foundation in
Houston, Texas.

Dr. Billy C. Ward has been the
institution’s chief development officer
since 1987 and played a key role in MSU’s

first comprehensive major gifts cam-
paign, which ended last summer with
commitments of more than $143
million.

New university President Malcolm
Portera, who has been on the job since
Jan. 1, said he asked Ward to stay on.

Dr. S. Mark Halpin is the 1997 Outstand-
ing Young Member of a national engineer-
ing association.

The assistant professor of electrical and
computer engineering is the first MSU
faculty member to receive the honor of the
Institute of Electrical and Electronics
Engineers’ Industrial Application Society.
The annual award recognizes “outstanding
contributions” through the authorship of
technical papers, chapter leadership and
committee work and other professional
activities.

IEEE is the world’s largest technical
society, with more than 320,000 members
in nearly 150 countries.  Its Industrial
Application Society is an international
leader in advancing technology and
disseminating technical information in the
field.

Halpin’s research and teaching involve
power system modeling and analysis and
power quality.  Active in society programs
related to power systems engineering
research, development and education, he

Vacancies, housing on Portera agenda

Ward to head private foundation
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Mississippi State is joining five other
Southeastern universities to form what
one day may be an important link in the
next generation of the information
superhighway.

To help relieve pressure on the Internet
and open up new resources for research
and instruction, MSU and more than 100
of the nation’s other universities have
been working to find ways to establish
what will be Internet 2.  The newly
established South East Partnership to
Share Computational Resources Net-
work—SEPSCoR—will be a part of this
effort.

The network officially opened Jan. 28
in ceremonies at the University of
Kentucky, another of the regional schools
involved in the project.

“Twenty years ago, most people had
not heard of the Internet,” said Mike
Rackley, MSU director of systems and
networks.  “Today, the demands for the
information services on the World Wide
Web made possible by this linking of
computers are straining the system’s
resources.”

The other institutions in the network
include the Alabama Supercomputer
Authority, Louisiana State University,
University of South Carolina, and West
Virginia University.  In addition, the
collaborative effort includes researchers
at the National Science Foundation and
the Southeastern University Research
Association.

“This is a pilot project with funding for
one year,” said Dr. Joe Thompson, an
aerospace engineering professor and
leading university researcher.  “However,
it could lead to a much more extensive
network.”

One of only a handful holding the rank
of Giles Distinguished Professor at MSU,
Thompson was appointed last year to
President Clinton’s Advisory Committee
for High Performance Computing and
Communications, Information Technol-
ogy and the Next Generation Internet.

Rackley said, “Once Internet 2 is in

place, university researchers and instruc-
tors will have access to a system that is 30
to 100 times faster than what is currently
available.  The increased speed will allow
for more effective exchange of informa-
tion between universities.”

An important part of the new Internet
system will be “gigapops,” regional
switching centers that will serve as high-
speed routing centers for information,
Rackley explained.

Mississippi State’s role includes a
project to link a series of gigapops from
Washington, D.C., south to Florida and
from Atlanta west to Texas.  To be known
as the “Southern Crossroads,” the project
is being coordinated by the Southern
University Research Association and will
be a significant part of Internet 2.

“Gigapops are being put in place
through private investment by telecom-
munications companies in cooperation
with universities,” said Thompson.

Computer hubs “already are in place in
Atlanta and other locations along the

Southern Crossroads route,” Thompson
said, adding, “We hope to establish a
gigapop in Mississippi as part of the
project.”

Although the initial goal of Internet 2
will be to provide more efficient sharing
of information among universities and
other research centers, both Thompson
and Rackley envision additional benefits
for the state.

For instance, the amount of traffic
moving on the current Internet makes the
system too slow to be used effectively in
providing university classes by computer.

“The increased audio and video
capabilities of Internet 2 will help
Mississippi State and other universities
make distance learning opportunities
available to more people,” Rackley said.

He and Thompson said MSU faculty
members and others are being encouraged
to propose research or instructional
projects using the SEPSCoR network.

Eglin participates in Project Kaleidoscope

Strengthening undergraduate programs

Dr. Judith Eglin of chemistry is a new
member of Project Kaleidoscope, a
national organization committed to
strengthening undergraduate programs in
science, mathematics, engineering, and
technology education.

Based in Washington, D.C., the
organization regularly sponsors work-
shops to share information about success-
ful programs throughout the country.  The
interdisciplinary effort is designed for
faculty members in the early stages of
their careers who have potential to
become local and national leaders in
undergraduate science during the next
century.

“It’s a very diverse group with different
problems and different success stories,”
said Eglin, an associate professor who
joined the MSU faculty in 1992.

She joins some 2,000 faculty and
administrators from more than 500
colleges and universities who have

participated in a project workshop or
seminar over the years.

“Thinking Outside the Box: Problem
Solving and Problem Solvers” was the
topic of the session she attended last
semester.

Project Kaleidoscope began in 1989
with support from the National Science
Foundation. The U.S. Department of
Education, W.M. Keck Foundation,
Exxon Education Foundation, Research
Corp., and the Camille and Henry Dreyfus
Foundation Inc have provided continuing
grants.

Eglin received a bachelor’s degree from
the College of Wooster (Ohio) and a
doctorate from Michigan State University.
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Future professions and summer work
experiences will be the focus of two
campus events being planned in February
by the Career Services Center.

On Feb. 4, Spring Semester Career Day
will be held 1-6 p.m. in the outer con-
course of Humphrey Coliseum.  Represen-
tatives from business, industrial, educa-
tional, and non-profit organizations will
be available to discuss full-time employ-
ment opportunities with current and
former students.  Information also will be
provided on internships, general career
planning and graduate and professional
school openings.

“Career Day has become an MSU
tradition that provides excellent network-
ing opportunities for all involved,” said
Beth Land, the center’s assistant director.
“Last year’s gathering attracted more than
100 organizations and nearly 3,000
students and alumni.”

Three weeks after Career Day, Land said
the center is sponsoring its first informa-
tion-sharing program specifically
designed for students seeking temporary
work positions.

currently chairs two major committees
and has served as secretary of another.

The Sandersville, Ga., native also has
authored or co-authored more than 50
research papers, as well as contributed to
IEEE publications on standards for
electric power systems.

A native of the Texas Panhandle region,
he is a graduate of Texas A&M University
and the University of California at Davis.

Ward said he is “proud of the accom-
plishments of the College of Veterinary
Medicine and the university’s advance-
ment division and I am honored to have
had a small role to play in those achieve-
ments.

“I will leave with a great respect for the
university and its people,” Ward said.  “I
plan to maintain my ties with the institu-
tion.”

A donation of computer software is
providing Mississippi State new ways to
offer technology training to the state’s K-
12 teachers.

Approximately $30,000 in software
donated by Microsoft Corp. is allowing
the university to become part of a
national consortium of technology
training centers.  The first of a number of
day-long workshops for teachers will
begin this month.

The center “will tailor training to a
teacher’s experience level,” said Dr.
Regina Halpin, assistant professor of
curriculum and instruction in the College
of Education.  She coordinates the effort
with Westley DeShazer, director of the
college’s Instructional Resources Center.

“Our goal is to have teachers in the
state using software comfortably and
being sure that the resources meet their
needs for classroom instruction,” Halpin
said.  There is no charge to teachers.

Workshops, which will be held at least
three times each semester, will introduce
teachers to a variety of computer applica-
tions.  In a test session last fall, participat-
ing teachers learned to scan photos and
developed a brochure for their schools.

Other applications that may be taught
include the use of multi-media presenta-
tion software (including HyperStudio),
the capabilities of teleconferencing, and
web page development.

Extensive knowledge of computers is
not required, Halpin emphasized.

“Regardless of their level of knowledge,
teachers are welcome to attend our
sessions,” Halpin said.

The grant also will allow the College of
Education to train its faculty members
and students, Halpin said.  “This project
will enhance ongoing efforts in the
College of Education to provide technol-

ogy-based teacher training for our
students, faculty and state teachers.”

were to be chosen by Jan. 30 and the full
committee will be named early this week.

Portera announced that the search
committee for vice president for research
is expected to bring back a new list of
finalists by the middle of spring semester.
The search was extended because of a lack
of recommendations.

Other slots to be filled include the
deans of business and industry, continu-
ing education and the Meridian Campus,
and the vice president for institutional
advancement.

The president also touched on a
Legislative Budget Committee recom-
mendation for a $2 million increase in
base funding for the university for each of
the next three years. The recommendation
must be approved by the Legislature.
Citing faculty shortages in some areas,
Portera hopes to use the funds to hire new
faculty members and improve salaries
beyond the 3 percent allocation set by the
Legislature for the next fiscal year.

Additionally, Portera said he is working
to have Mitchell Memorial Library
achieve membership in the Association of
Research Libraries. ARL representatives
have made one visit to campus and are
expected back this semester.

“The first numbers called for funding of
$7 million annually (to meet ARL
requirements) and we are now reassess-
ing,” he said.

Additional priorities include:
• Improving public education in
Oktibbeha County schools;
• Enhancing the university’s presence in
Washington, D.C.;
• Establishing fund-raising priorities and
attracting private support for them;
• Adopting a strategic plan to promote
the university;
• Continuing to develop women’s
athletic programs while keeping the
athletic budget in the black.
